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A Word (or Two) From Fr. Joe

Dear Parish Family, both near and far,

After consulting with members of our Re-Opening Committee, we implemented some revisions to our
COVID protocols at last weekend’s Masses. At both St. Mary’s and St. Patrick’s, the number of pews
reserved for distanced seating has been reduced in response to the level of demand. Also, we
reintroduced the communion procession for both sides of the church. We are asking everyone now to
process to the front of the church by way of the main aisle to receive the Body of Christ and return to
their pew using the side aisle.

There is some Building and Grounds related news I'd like to share with you. At St. Mary’s, one of our
stations of the cross has begun to lean forward, away from the church wall. Cracks are visible in the
base of the station. Members of St. Mary’s Building and Grounds Committee reviewed the problem. We
have contracted D’Ambrosio Arts to repair the problem. D’Ambrosio was the contractor who
refurbished the stations when Fr. John Moyna and the community renovated the church in the early
2000's. The station will be removed temporarily while the repair is going on. At St. Patrick’s, the
school’s condensation pump and holding tank needs to be replaced to support operation of the heating
system. Members of St. Patrick’s Building and Grounds met with contractors to review the scope of the
work to be completed. Taub Heating and Plumbing was the successful bidder and the work will begin
soon.

Many parishioners have asked me if there will be a collection to support our sisters and brothers in
Ukraine. Both of our parishes will take a collection on the weekend of April 2™ and 3" with proceeds
supporting the work of Catholic Relief Services in Ukraine. One of our diocesan foundations, the
Diocesan Investment and Loan Trust will add a $50,000 matching gift to funds raised in our diocese.
Our two parish offices recently mailed a letter to parishioners which included a schedule of worship
times and activities for Lent, Holy Week and Easter for your reference. We also included some self-
addressed church envelopes for your convenience. If you have not received your letter, copies are
available by our church entrances this weekend.

Michelle Sisak is hosting her Icon Painting and Prayer retreat in our parishes on the weeks of March 28"
(St. Mary’s) and April 4™ (St. Patrick’s). Participants will paint an icon. In response to requests, she has
extended her day and will be available from 9 am to 9 pm to work with folks as they are available. Her
retreats are open in each parish to the first 12 people who register. There is a $50 fee for materials.
Please contact your parish office for more information.

Parishioners often seek out opportunities for the Sacrament of Reconciliation during Lent. In our region,
the local parish priests are offering a 24 hour opportunity for the Sacrament of Reconciliation at St.
Mary’s Church in Hudson beginning at 8 am on Friday, April 8" and concluding at 8 am on Friday, April
9™ At St. Mary’s and St. Patrick’s, Reconciliation is offered throughout the year on Tuesdays from 5:30
to 6:30 pm alternating between our two parish sites. During Lent, however, the Sacrament of
Reconciliation will be available on Lenten Tuesdays from 4:30 to 7 pm. | will also be available for
Reconciliation by appointment.

Albany Diocesan Cemeteries Announce Spring Clean up General Clean up for cemeteries will begin on
Friday, April 1, 2022. Lot owners are requested to remove any non-Spring seasonal decorations they wish to
save before April 1.

Fresh cut flowers in an approved vase are always permitted provided they are in good condition. All other
Fall/Winter decorations will be removed during the cleanup. The cleanup of all cemeteries takes some time,
and depending on weather and the number of burials, may take a week to complete. During the cleanups,
cemetery staff removes and discards all items from graves.

Groundskeepers are instructed to leave any permitted new seasonal decoration that appears to be newly
placed and is in accordance with the current Cemetery Rules and Regulations. Of course, this is a judgment
call for our staff, so it is better to wait until after the cleanup to place decorations. ltems placed in violation of
cemetery rules and regulations or in disrepair may be removed and discarded at any time.

Did you know you can make a Qualified Charitable Donation (QCD) to a registered non-profit using the
funds from your RMD? Your Catholic Parishes are considered non-profits. QCDs are generally not
considered taxable income and do count toward fulfilling your annual RMD. QCDs must be paid directly
from your IRA to the charity of your choice. You can benefit regardless of whether you itemize or take
the standard deduction.

Collection to Benefit the Ukraine

St. Mary's and St. Patrick's Parishes will be holding a second collection to benefit Ukrainian relief efforts
the weekend of April 2-3. These funds will be forwarded to Catholic Charities as part of a
challenge match offered by the Diocesan Investment and Loan Trust.

In a move to address the increasing humanitarian crisis in Ukraine, the Diocesan Investment and Loan
Trust (DILT) in Albany will make a $50,000 donation to Catholic Relief Services (CRS), which is accepting
financial contributions to provide shelter, hot meals, and transportation for Ukrainian refugees seeking
to move to safe areas.
